	USE:
	“How much” and “How many” are used to ask questions about quantity. 
Use “How much” to ask about nouns you cannot put a number in front of.    Money is a good example.  You cannot say, “five money”, so you must ask, “How much money...?” 
Use “How many” to ask about things you can put a number in front of.   Dollars is a good example.  You can say, “five dollars”, so you must ask, “How many dollars...?”

There is change in my pocket.              How much change is there in my pocket?
