	USE:
	This structure is used to ask if something is permitted or allowed.  “May” and “Could” are used in more formal situations. “Can” is used in informal situations, where the speaker and listener know each other well, or have equal amounts of authority.

	Can I have another piece of cake?
Could I leave work early?
May I ask a question?
