	When describing the future, the main clause (noun + verb), the clause which could be a sentence by itself, takes “will + base verb” as its verb form.  The subordinate clause begins with conjunctions, such as “unless”, “until”, “while” or “because”.  It cannot be a sentence by itself.  Subordinate clauses always have present tense verbs when describing the future.
NOTE:  unless = if…not

	
	

	USE:
	This sentence form describes two future actions or states.  One, described by “will + base verb” will be stopped or prevented by the other, described by the present tense following “unless”.


	EXAMPLES:
	Boris will play golf on Saturday unless it rains. (if it doesn’t rain).
Unless it rains, Boris will play golf on Saturday.
