	FORM: 
	We can put nouns or adverbs in front of present and past participles to add more specific information.  The words are usually separated by a hyphen, however, if they are used frequently the hyphen is sometimes dropped.  And a hyphen is not used if the word is an adverb that ends in “ly”.   Many of these combinations of words use the adverb “well”.


	EXAMPLES:
	Noun + Participle                                              
A bone-chilling cold  (cold that chills your bones)
A self-made millionaire  (a millionaire who made the money herself)
A trend-setting design (a design that sets a new trend)

Adverb + Participle
A fast-paced environment (an environment that moves at a fast pace)
A well-trained dog (a dog that has been trained well)
